His assassination in Sarajevo precipitated the Austrian declaration of war which triggered World War I. 











Two bullets fired on a Sarajevo street on a sunny June morning in 1914 set in motion a series of events that shaped the world we live in today, by starting a war!�Victims, Archduke Franz Ferdinand - heir to the throne of the Austro-Hungarian Empire, and his wife Sophie, were in the Bosnian city. �Assassin, 19-year-old Gavrilo Princip burned with the fire of Slavic nationalism. He envisioned the death of the Archduke as the key that would unlock the shackles binding his people to the Austro-Hungarian Empire.

The car- Gabrinovic threw his grenade at the side of the car, but injured no one. The car raced down quickly until it had to hit a V turn 


The shot- Princip took his stand at the V turn, knowing it was his only escape, fired when the car slowed down. 


The hit- The first shot his Archduchess Sofia, an expectant mother, in the abdomen. She died instantly. The second shot hit Archduke close to the heart. Dying minutes later


Payback- the officers seized Princip, beat him on the head with swords, knocked him down, kicked and punched him. Tortured and did everything but kill him.
